MADDEN OAKS DECLARED WINNER OF

MEADOWLANDS PACE

Madden Oaks was declared the winner of Saturday’s
$656,000 Grade 1 Meadowlands Pace for 3-year-olds at The
Meadowlands after Prince Hal Hanover was disqualified and
placed second for interference against Madden Oaks in the
stretch.

Madden Oaks (#9) was declared the winner of Saturday’s
$656,000 Grade 1 Meadowlands Pace at The Meadowlands after
Prince Hal Hanover (#4) was disqualified and placed second for
interference against Madden Oaks in the stretch.

Prince Hal Hanover, driven by Todd McCarthy for trainer
lan Moore, was first to the finish by a length over Madden Oaks
in 1:47.4, but after a lengthy judges’ inquiry, Madden Oaks was
elevated to first for driver Braxten Boyd and trainer Cameron
Capone. Papis Pistol finished third.

Four years ago, Moore won the Meadowlands Pace
with Lawless Shadow, who was placed first following the
disqualification of Charlie May.

In Saturday’s race, Prince Hal Hanover went to the front from
post four in a :26 opening quarter as Madden Oaks, who started
from post nine in the nine-horse field, applied pressure on the
outside. Madden Oaks got the lead, but Prince Hal Hanover, the
9-5 favorite, moved again and retook the top spot in a :54.1 half.

Prince Hal Hanover remained in front at three-quarters,
reached in 1:21.3, while fending off a first-over bid from Captain
Optimistic. As the field turned for home, Prince Hal Hanover
pulled away from Captain Optimistic while Boyd launched a
move to the inside with Madden Oaks. Those two battled in
close quarters through the lane, with Prince Hal Hanover ruled
to have interfered with Madden Oaks nearing the finish line.

“I looked left and there wasn’t much place for me to fall, so
it was kind of press time,” Boyd said about the first quarter of
the race. “Once | got there, he relaxed, and we were able to let
Todd go and not have him too wound up. He sat in there a little
better today. At the top of the stretch, | just said, just let me get
loose and this is over.”

When asked if he thought Madden Oaks would have
gone by Prince Hal Hanover in the stretch, Boyd responded,
“Absolutely.”

Last month, Madden Oaks finished second by a head to
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Louprint in the million-dollar Pepsi North America Cup at Woodbine
Mohawk Park. The Meadowlands Pace triumph gave the 25-year-old
Boyd and recently turned 26-year-old Capone their biggest career
wins to date.

“We’ve made a great team, and | can’t thank all the connections
enough for believing in me and giving me these opportunities,” Boyd
said. “And then we get it done. | couldn’t be more grateful.”

He later added about the victory, “It's pretty hard to explain. What
a blessing. | didn’t even imagine | would ever drive in this race as a
kid. | watched a couple Meadowlands Paces with my dad, we came
out to watch, and just to even think about being here right now, it
doesn’t even really seem real. What an awesome feeling.”

Madden Oaks has won three of eight races this season and five
of 11 in his career, earning $525,567. The colt is owned by Samir
Tawil, Paul Kautz, Alexander Henn, and Nathan Fullmer. The son of
Huntsville-Hard Eight was bred by The Bay’s Stable, Polger Holdings,
South Mountain Stables, and Mark Mullen.

“He’s just an absolute beast of a horse,” Boyd said. “He just
covers the ground so effortlessly and he’s got a huge set of lungs.
He’s just a special horse.

“It's not like | really had to do much; | just have to let him do
his job.”

Madden Oaks, sent off at 6-1, paid $15.20 to win.

HELLUVA HANDLE: The wagering on Meadowlands Pace
Night was predictably vigorous, as a 2025 track- and industry-
best $5,099,674 was pushed through the windows on the 14-race
program, the fourth time in the last six years that betting busted the
$5-million barrier on Pace Night.

The races that took in the most action were the Pace ($622,225)
and

Dorothy Haughton Memorial ($583,596), combining to take in
just over $1.2 million in play.

(Note: Wagering on North America Cup Night at Woodbine
Mohawk Park was $5.7 million, but after adjusting for the exchange
rate, that number becomes $4.1 million in American currency.)

LEGENDARY HANOVER SETS STAKES RECORD IN

MEADOWLANDS PACE

Legendary Hanover took the lead at the half-mile point of
Saturday’s $650,000 Meadowlands Pace and dominated from
there, drawing away in the stretch for a stakes-record 1:46.3
victory in the 48th edition of the one-mile event for 3-year-old
pacers at the Meadowlands.

Legendary Hanover’s stablemate Nijinsky, the 6-5 favorite,
finished second, his first loss in seven races this year. Gem
Quality was third. The margin of victory was 5-1/2 lengths.

The previous stakes record of 1:46.4 was set in 2014 by
He’s Watching.

Legendary Hanover, the 2-1 second choice, was fifth as
the field reached the opening quarter in :26.2, but on top in a
:563.2 half after a big move on the backstretch with driver James
MacDonald.

He reached three-quarters in 1:20.2 and was unthreatened
the rest of the way as he won for the fourth time in seven starts
this season for trainer Anthony Beaton.

‘I don’t know what to say right now,” Beaton said. “It’s pretty
awesome.

“He earned this race tonight. James made a bold move, but
it was the winning move in the end. He just showed what kind
of caliber horse he is.”

MacDonald admitted the race didn’t develop the way he
imagined prior to heading onto the track.

“It was exactly what | didn’t want to do before the race, but
he’s a big, strong horse and sometimes he likes to drag me
around the track. That's kind of what he came up with tonight,”
MacDonald said. “l know he’s got the gears to doit. The second
he cleared, it wasn't like, oh, this is too much. It was like he was
going to jog. He’s a good horse.

“I wanted to give him a shot, try to put him in position to win.
Even if you've got to overdrive a little bit, that’s just how it goes in
these big races. You don’t want to be at the back saying ‘what if.’
I’'m just so proud of the horse, so proud of Tony. I'm just thrilled.”

Legendary Hanover came into the Meadowlands Pace
final off a 1:48 win, with a :24.4 last quarter, in his elimination
last week.

“The horse really solidified last week what he was, and what
we’ve always thought he was,” MacDonald said.

MacDonald and Beaton both won the Meadowlands Pace
for the first time.

“I never dreamed in a million years I'd be winning races like
this,” said MacDonald, who has won Canada’s Driver of the Year
Award the past three years. “It was a thrill for me to just watch
these races, so to be in them and win them, it’s really special.”

Nearing the finish line, MacDonald gave several celebratory
fist pumps.

“A couple times (in the past) he would get lost on the front,
but he didn’t feel like that tonight,” MacDonald said about his
colt. “He was all business. And when he’s all business, he’s a
scary animal. I'm just so happy to be along for the ride.”
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Legendary Hanover has won 10 of 16 career races and earned
$710,959 for owners Eric Good, West Wins Stable, and Mark
Dumain. The son of Huntsville-Lillian Hanover was bred by Hanover
Shoe Farms.

“I've said from day one that Legendary is a phenomenal animal,”
Beaton said. “Nijinsky is a phenomenal animal. There were others,
too, in there. I'm just glad that James took the shot when he did,
and the horse did the rest.”

While Legendary Hanover’s time was impressive, Beaton had
other numbers on his mind when asked about the stakes-record
clocking.

“We're just happy to win, whether it's the fastest, the slowest,
as long as the checks keep coming in,” he said.

Legendary Hanover paid $6.00 to win.

FIVE MILL! WHAT ATHRILL: Atotal of $5,136,129 was wagered
on the 14-race Pace Night program, the biggest night of business
in the sport during 2024, and the third time in the last five years that
wagering cleared the $5-million hurdle on Pace Night.

Wagering on the Meadowlands Pace itself totaled $628,010.

ALITTLE MORE: James MacDonald, the three-time defending
O’Brien Award-winning Driver of the Year as the top pilot in Canada,
recorded four winners on the Pace Night program to lead the driver
colony. ... After Legendary Hanover won the Meadowlands Pace,
there was one winning ticket in the 20-cent Pick-6, which was good
for a return of $57,497.22. ... The biggest 50-cent Pick-4 pool of the
year was recorded on races eight through 11 after $144,968 was
pushed through the windows.

Meadowlands Pace Night (July 13) brought a mixture of
predictability and surprise, and was highlighted by the fastest-ever
Pace — a mythical 1:46.3 mile put up by Legendary Hanover — as
well as the third $5-million night of business at the windows over
the last five Pace Nights.

The Pace — as well as five other major stakes events — were
broadcast live to a nationwide audience on FOX Sports 2 (FS2) as
The Big M and the TV team at the New York Racing Association
(NYRA) continue to team up in a continuing effort to expand harness
racing’s exposure.

“Without question, FOX Sports has raised the bar significantly,”
said track Chief Operating Officer and General Manager Jason
Settlemoir. “l want to thank NYRA and their team for their commitment
to excellence in broadcasting. The three-hour show was informative,
and their exciting way of showing the best in Standardbred racing
to an international audience has clearly raised the interest on
Meadowlands Pace Night to another level.”

The numbers prove that Meadowlands Pace Night clearly is
bigger at the most important place: the windows.

The average Pace Night handle over the last five years (2020-
2024) is $5,051,261. That number is over $1-million more than the
$4,048,993 Pace Night averaged over the first five years of the New
Meadowlands era (2011-2015).

CONFEDERATE WINS MEADOWLANDS PACE

Tim Tetrick needed only a few words to sum up Confederate’s
win in Saturday’s (July 15) $668,000 Meadowlands Pace.

“That was a ride there,” Tetrick said after Confederate, the
1-2 favorite, covered the final quarter-mile in :25.4 to capture
The Meadowlands’ signature race for 3-year-old pacers by 3-1/2
lengths over longshot Hungry Angel Boy in 1:47. Christchurch
finished third.

The winning time was just one-fifth of a second off the stakes
record set in 2014 by He’s Watching, and the margin of victory
the largest since Well Said won the Pace by six lengths in 2009.

Confederate’s win extended trainer Brett Pelling’s record
for Meadowlands Pace trophies to five and pushed Tetrick’s
total to six, just one behind John Campbell’s record for drivers.

“I really felt he would be on his game tonight, and he was,”
said Pelling, who celebrates his 65th birthday on Monday. “He’s
just an awesome horse.”

Confederate settled into fourth place early in the race
as Christchurch took the field to the opening quarter in :26.2
and half in :54.3. Tetrick put Confederate in motion just as the
leader hit the midpoint, coming first-over and drawing even with
Christchurch at three-quarters in 1:21.1.

From there, it was all Confederate.

“It kind of went the way | thought | was going to have to do
it,” Tetrick said. “| was afraid | was going to have to be first up,
and that’s the way it went, but | got to sit quite a way, and | was
happy with that.

“That was a ride there. He dragged me around there. It
was awesome.”

Confederate is owned by Diamond Creek Racing. The son
of Sweet Lou-Geothermal was bred by Diamond Creek Farm.

“I think we were hoping for a performance like that,” Diamond
Creek’s Adam Bowden said. “Timmy delivered, Brett delivered,
it was great.”

For his career, Confederate has won nine of 12 races and
earned just shy of $1 million. This year, he has four victories in five
starts, with his lone setback a second-place finish by a head in
last month’s Pepsi North America Cup at Woodbine Mohawk Park.

Confederate paid $3 to win.

BIG MONEY: Wagering on the 14-race program was
vigorous from start to finish, and when all the monies were tallied,
atotal of $5,672,535 was pushed through the windows, the biggest
number on Pace Night in 17 years, when wagering was just over
$6 million in 2006.

Since 2009, only twice has betting busted the $5-million
Pace Night barrier, the other being 2020, when $5,051,261 was
put in play.

The $5.6 million wagered last night, an industry 2023
best, represents a 20 percent increase over a year ago, when
$4,733,390 in action was taken.

Adding a third 50-cent Pick-4 to the betting menu proved to
be a smart move, as the three Pick-4s took in action of just over
$450,000, with the All-Stakes P4, featuring The Meadowlands
Pace as the payoff leg, saw $180,638 put in play.

MACGRATH WINS ELUSIVE MEADOWLANDS PACE WITH

BEACH GLASS

The final chapter of the amazing Somebeachsomewhere
saga reached its conclusion Saturday night (July 16) when his
son Beach Glass won the $600,000 Meadowlands Pace.

It's a long journey from Truro, Nova Scotia, to any of the
major Standardbred racing centers.

Somebeachsomewhere took trainer Brent MacGrath and the
partners in the Schooner Stable from the Canadian Maritimes on
a magical journey. When it concluded, Somebeachsomewhere
had won 20 of 21 career starts. The only prize to elude the Hall of
Fame racehorse and stallion was the 2008 Meadowlands Pace,
which he missed by only a neck that night at 1-10 to Art Official.

Here was MacGrath and the reconstituted Schooner Il
Stable back for another try after Beach Glass cruised to a
dominant win in the previous week’s elimination with Yannick
Gingras at the lines.

“l said to Yannick when he pulled up in the winner’s
circle that I've been this far before,” MacGrath said after the
elimination. “We need to finish this off.”

Beach Glass took care of that bit of business, a worthy
tribute to his sire, who died in 2018. Beach Glass is a member
of the final crop, and he did his daddy proud.

It was not an easy race. Beach Glass was hung out five-
wide in the scramble on the first turn and had to work his way
to the front up the backstretch. He no sooner cleared than | Did
It Myway ranged up to apply ample pressure, but there was no
denying this son of Somebeachsomewhere on this night.

“I wasn’t concerned,” Gingras said. “l wanted to be the last
one to the front. | didn’t want to have to release somebody and
then re-move. | wanted to be the last one there and when | was, |

felt really, really confident. | honestly didn’t think he could lose. It was
my job to give him clear racetrack, and he was going to do the rest.”

Beach Glass pulled clear in mid-stretch, and Gingras, a newly
minted member of the Harness Racing Hall of Fame, was caught up
in the moment, raising his right arm and giving a fist pump as they
flashed across the wire 1-3/4 lengths ahead of the late-closing Mad
Max Hanover. It was the third Pace victory for Gingras.

Beach Glass, the 1-5 choice, paid $2.60, covering the mile in
1:47.2 to set off the winner’s circle celebration.

“It feels awfully good, no question,” MacGrath said. “It's a huge
win. We had some bad luck in 2008. That’s racing, and this horse is
just finding his stride and Yannick was talking about how strong he
was in the homestretch. We should have a good remainder of the
season if he just keeps doing what he’s been doing.”

It has already been a productive campaign with three wins in
five starts and $533,750 in the bank.

MacGrath said that, despite an elimination win, Beach Glass
wasn’t at his best for the North America Cup, where he finished
second. The Pace elimination and final were better indicators of
things to come.

“It's unbelievable,” MacGrath said. “We bought the mare (Im
With Her) to breed to Beach and pulled her out of training. She was
a nice filly herself. We pulled her out of training when we only had
the one shot at the frozen semen, and here we are tonight.”

LAWLESS SHADOW DECLARED MEADOWLANDS PACE

WINNER AFTER DQ

Lawless Shadow was declared the winner of the
$700,000 Meadowlands Pace for 3-year-old pacers after
Charlie May was disqualified Saturday night for interference
in the final turn at the Meadowlands Racetrack.

Charlie May was first across the finish line ahead of
Lawless Shadow and favorite Perfect Sting in 1:48.3 over
a rain-soaked “good” track but placed ninth after interfering
with Rockyroad Hanover while coming three-wide heading
to the stretch.

Lawless Shadow was elevated to first, with Perfect Sting
second and Southwind Gendry third.

Lawless Shadow, driven by Mark MacDonald, won for
the fourth time in seven races this year and eighth time in
16 career starts. Trained by lan Moore, the colt has earned
$638,604 for owners Moore, R G McGroup Ltd., Frank Cannon
and former Montreal Canadiens star Serge Savard. He was
bred by Seelster Farms.

It was the first Meadowlands Pace win for Moore and
MacDonald.

Sent off at 5-1, Lawless Shadow paid $12.40, $5.20,
and $3.40.

Total handle for the 14-race program was $4,503,213,
marking the second time that Pace Night wagering eclipsed
the $4.5-million mark in the last 13 years. The Pace itself

took in $677,992 of play, the most action on the track’s signature
event in a decade.

On Monday (July 19), owner Don Tiger formally appealed
the decision that resulted in a disqualification of his homebred
3-year-old gelding Charlie May in Saturday’s (July 17) $700,000
Meadowlands Pace.

Quoting the letter that was both faxed and overnighted to
Meadowlands Racetrack and New Jersey Racing Commission,
Tiger believes that disqualification decision that resulted in Charlie
May being placed ninth after finishing first was both “arbitrary and
capricious.” In requesting the audio and video tape of the race as
well as the judges’ telephone call log from that day to be held as
evidence, Tiger noted separately to his fellow owners, trainers,
and drivers that his intent isn’t to hold up purse winnings, but to
simply be able to challenge the process with material facts in
hopes that the judges will reconsider their initial decision.

TALL DARK STRANGER REFUSES TO LOSE IN

MEADOWLANDS PACE

Tall Dark Stranger is a danger, especially with his back
to the wall.

Pushed to the max by old rival Papi Rob Hanover, Tall
Dark Stranger battled back in deep stretch to win the $636,650
Meadowlands Pace by a neck on Saturday night (July 18).

In a gutsy effort, Tall Dark Stranger, the 1-2 favorite,
captured the first major stakes of the season for 3-year-old
pacers. Normally, the Pace follows the North America Cup,
but the ongoing pandemic shuffled the calendar. This time,
the Pace was the division’s leadoff event, and it was a dandy.

Tall Dark Stranger, last year’s Dan Patch winner, took
charge with a strong move down the backstretch. Papi Rob
Hanover and driver David Miller ranged up to challenge on the
turn and fought their way to a clear advantage in the stretch.

Even driver Yannick Gingras thought he and Tall Dark
Stranger were finished.

“Honestly, at the top of the stretch, | thought he was beat,”
Gingras said. “This horse is just so gritty. He wants to fight
them off. Papi was a half a length by me.”

Tall Dark Stranger wasn’t done in this shootout. He surged
again, pushing back to secure the win and give Gingras his
second Pace win.

It wrote another chapter in a rivalry that dates back to the
2019 Breeders Crown, where Tall Dark Stranger was elevated to
victory when Papi Rob Hanover was disqualified for interference.

“I said after the Breeders Crown that he was coming back to
win that race,” Gingras said. “There are a lot of doubters out there,
but tonight is the proof that my horse loves to fight.”

Tall Dark Stranger improved his season mark to 3-for-3 with
the 11th win of his 12-race career.

Nancy Takter, daughter of Hall of Famer Jimmy Takter, got her
first Pace victory, following Linda Toscano as consecutive female
training winners of The Meadowlands Racetrack’s signature event.

It was also the second straight Pace win for sire Bettor’s
Delight following last year’s 27-1 upset by Best In Show.

Tall Dark Stranger became the sport’s latest millionaire for the
ownership team of Crawford Farms, Marvin Katz, Caviart Farms
and Howard Taylor.

The time for the mile was 1:47.2. Tall Dark Stranger paid
$3.00, $2.10 and $2.10.

Brett Pelling, all-time Pace training leader with four wins,
settled for second and third, as Papi Rob Hanover returned $3.60
and $2.80 and Allywag Hanover paid $2.40 to show.

BEST IN SHOW’S MEADOWLANDS PACE UPSET CAPS

DREAM WEEK FOR TOSCANO

What a week for Linda Toscano.

On Sunday evening, the trainer gave a gracious
acceptance speech at her induction to the Harness Racing Hall
of Fame in Goshen, N.Y., and on Saturday night (July 13), she
stood in the winner’s circle after Best In Show pulled a 27-1
upset in the $682,650 Crawford Farms Meadowlands Pace.

It was the perfect bookend to a seven-day span she’ll
never forget.

“This another one | never dreamed of,” Toscano said
after becoming the first female trainer to win the Pace. “This
is home for me. This is awesome.”

In a thrilling finish, Best In Show slipped through an
opening on the rail to defeat his more heralded rivals. He
got up by a head over Bettor’s Wish, the brave first-over
challenger who couldn’t have raced much better.

Right in the mix was Workin Ona Mystery in third, with
the pacesetting Captain Crunch, the North America Cup
winner and the 1-2 favorite in the Pace, a close-up fourth in
the blanket finish.

The time was 1:48 on the warm evening for the track’s
signature race.

Brian Sears, also a Hall of Famer, gave Best In Show a
perfect ground-saving drive. Best In Show left alertly before
readily yielding to let the favorites duke it out while settling
into fourth.

“I knew they were racing pretty good,” Sears said. “It was
all the horses to beat and they were going at it. | was pretty

content. | wanted to sneak him around there a little bit. | got a
little opening, and he fired for me.”

And he fired up the tote board.

Best In Show paid $56.20, $14.40 and $6.80. Bettor’s Wish
returned $4.00 and $2.80. Workin Ona Mystery paid $3.80 to show.

The time was 1:48 after clipping through aggressive fractions
of :26.2, :52.4 and a blazing 1:19.3 to the three-quarter pole.

It was fourth win in 12 starts for Best In Show, who competed
in a non-winners of two races condition as recently as May.

“We knew he was a nice colt last year and he got a little colt
sore on us,” Toscano said. “We shut him down, brought him back
and he’s done everything right.”

Best In Show has been rapidly making up for that lost time.

The son of Bettor’s Delight out of Put On A Show earned
$341,325 as a homebred for Richard P. Young & Joanne Young.
He turned in a pair of second-place finishes in his previous two
starts, an Ontario Sires Stakes and his Pace elimination behind
Bettor’s Wish.

Keeping Pace: All-source wagering on the 13-race program
totaled $4,044,303, the sixth time in the last seven years that
Meadowlands Pace Night betting surpassed the $4-million mark.
... The driving stars were out in force as 10 of the races on the

ALL HAIL: COURTLY CHOICE WINS MEADOWLANDS PACE

David Miller flashed a wide smile as he guided Courtly
Choice to the winner’s circle after winning the $701,830
Crawford Farms Meadowlands Pace.

The monkey was off the Hall of Famer’s back. After 19
failed efforts, Miller finally owned a victory in the Meadowlands
Racetrack’s signature event for 3-year-olds.

Courtly Choice rallied to win the Pace by 1% lengths on

Saturday night.

“That was sweet,” Miller said. “Really sweet.”

The Pace was an obvious omission on Miller’s glittering
resume. “The Buckeye” is second on the sport’s all-time
money list with $222 million in the bank. His best previous
Pace finish was a second with Always B Miki in 2014.

The sweetness of the moment spread in many directions,
including trainer Blake Maclintosh, who also savored the
victory in his Pace debut.

“I believed in this horse,” said MclIntosh, the former
assistant to Casie Coleman. “He just had some back luck

earlier in the year.”

And it was a winning gamble for the ownership group that
ponied up $61,690 to enter last week’s eliminations. The faith
of Hutt Racing Stable, Mac And Heim Stables, Daniel Plouffe
and Touch Stone Farms was rewarded with the $350,915

first-prize check.

Most importantly, it was moment of redemption for Courtly

Choice, who failed to make the finals in the North America Cup
and the Hempt.

The colt served notice his moment was at hand with a sharp
first-up victory in last week’s Pace elimination. And then he finally
put it all together for the richest victory of his career.

The race seemed primed for a 57-1 upset when a dead-game
Dorsoduro Hanover, handled by Matt Kakaley, battled his way to
the front at the top of the lane.

But Courtly Choice was tracking his every move and angled
wide under Miller’s urging to score the victory.

“The trip worked out good,” Miller said. “The couple of horses
| thought would leave from the outside left. | was able to get Matt
in front of me and nobody else moved. On the last turn, | was
real happy with my spot.”

The time was 1:47 1/5 on the warm evening.

Courtly Choice paid $4.40, $3.20 and $2.80 as the 6-5
favorite. Dorsoduro Hanover returned $28.20 and $8.80.

Stay Hungry paid $3.20 to show as the best finisher among
trainer Tony Alagna’s trio in the race.

Jimmy Freight, the other supplement, was fourth followed by
Thinkbig Dreambig, Nutcracker Sweet, This Is The Plan, Babes
Dig Me, Hayden Hanover and American History.

KEEPING PACE: All-source wagering on the 14-race

HUNTSVILLE DEAD GAME IN BIG M PACE

The heated rivalry between Huntsville and
Downbytheseaside reached a fever pitch in the $738,550
Crawford Farms Meadowlands Pace on Saturday night at
the Meadowlands.

Huntsville held on by a head, gaining a 4-3 advantage
in their eight showdowns. The only time neither got the
victory was last month in the North America Cup — won
by Fear The Dragon — where Huntsville was second and
Downbytheseashore third.

Fear The Dragon was not nominated to The Pace, leaving
Huntsville and Downbytheseaside to battle it out.

And battle they did.

Huntsville got away fourth in the early stages before
charging past Blood Line to grab the lead down the
backstretch.

The 1-5 favorite appeared comfortably in charge on the
final turn as Downbytheseaside tipped outside for a long,
grinding challenge.

Huntsville flashed past the three-quarter pole in 1:20 3/5
and the torrid pace started taking a toll.

In a display of guts and determination, Huntsville dug
deep while Downbytheseaside relentlessly ate into his lead.

The finish line arrived just in time for last season’s 2-year-
old champion to earn his first major win of this campaign.

It was the fifth Pace victory for driver Tim Tetrick, trailing
only the recently retired Hall of Famer John Campbell, who had
seven wins in the Meadowlands Racetrack’s signature event for
3-year-olds.

Trainer Ray Schnittker improved his Pace record to 2 for 2.
He combined with Tetrick to win in 2010 with One More Laugh.

Huntsville continued his remarkable consistency with a 12th
win in 18 starts. He has never finished worse than second.

“My horse was tired late,” Tetrick said. “He kept pushing all
the way to the wire.”

The time for the mile was a lifetime best 1:47 4/5 for the son of
Somebeachsomewhere, who earned $369,275 for the ownership
team of Schnittker, Ted Gewertz and Steven Arnold.

Huntsville paid $2.40, $2.10 and $2.10.

Downbytheseaside returned $2.80 and $2.40 as the 4-1
second choice.

Classic Pro paid $6 to show.

PAIR OF FIVES: Not only did Tetrick win his fifth Meadowlands
Pace, but he registered five winners on the Meadowlands Pace
Night program.

SOLID WAGERING: Attendance for the card was 10,111.
All-source wagering totaled $3,823,629, which was less than
last year’s $4.2 million, but that card included $747,891 in new
money for a huge Jackpot Super Hi-5, which had a big carryover.
On-track betting was $557,018, up almost $50,000 from 2016.

Racing Hill, the Tony Alagna trainee who opted to take a bye
into the final, surged to the lead at the three-eighths before
yielding the top to a headstrong Control The Moment, who
had the lead at the half in :53.2 and three-quarters in 1:21.2.

Control The Moment looked home free after opening up
a 2'2-length edge at the head of the stretch but got leg weary
nearing the wire as Racing Hill came back for more. In the
final sixteenth, the 8-5 second choice was coming at the 3-5
favorite, but came up a nose short at the finish. Check Six
was third.

“The trip worked out perfect,” said Sears. “And | think the
fractions were pretty comfortable. But it was pretty exciting at
the wire.”

Control The Moment returned $3.40 to win for trainer Brad
Maxwell and owners Control The Moment Stable of Philadelphia,

He’s Watching beat Always B Miki by 2 1-2 lengths, his
11th victory in 14 starts.

Racing second over while tracking North America Cup

winner JK Endofanera, He’s Watching shifted into high gear in the
lane, kicking home with a 25 3/5 second final quarter.

“I couldn’t ask for a better trip,” Tetrick said. “My horse really
exploded, and he paced all the way to the wire.

He’s Watching, trained by David Menary who made his Pace
debut, paid $6.20, $3.80 and $3.40.

“l was hoping we’d get a second-over trip behind JK
Endofanera,” Menary said. “He’s versatile. He likes it on the
front and when horses come at him, he picks up the bit. He can
explode off the helmet, too.”

Always B Miki, caught three wide all the way around, dug
in gamely to get second, returning $5.80 and $4.60. Tellitlikeitis
paid $8.20 to show.

He’s Watching is owned by Menary Racing, Brad Gray,
Michael Guerriero and the Muscara Racing Trust.

The Pace, contested before 10,786 on a warm night, was
main event of a stakes-filled evening.

Pace on Saturday night with another impressive effort.

Sent to the lead entering the backstretch, The Captain led
the rest of the way in a lifetime best 1:48 1/5. The leading star
in harness racing is a perfect 6 for 6 on the season, shining
brightly once again on the biggest night in harness racing.

Tim Tetrick won his third Pace; it was the first Pace starter
for trainer Tony Alagna.

The Pacer of the Year in 2012, Captaintreacherous is 14
for 16 overall and another championship is certainly within
his grasp.

He paid $3.20 to win.

Odds On Equuleus was second with Sunshine Beach
third in the richest 3-year-old pace in the U.S.

The Pace was a case of total domination. Once put on the
lead, Captaintreacherous was relentless. Odds On Equuleus
bravely ranged up to challenge but The Captain had plenty
left. He pulled away in the lane, beating Odds On Equuleus
by 3 1-4 lengths.

“My horse, whenever he sees somebody, he'll go,” Tetrick
said. “Luckily tonight he didn’t have to do that. | asked him
at the top of the lane and he took off for me. He’s been good
all year. He keeps getting the job done and I'm so happy that
he does.”

This was another stellar effort in a nearly flawless career
unfolding according to plan for trainer Tony Alagna and co-owner
Myron Bell.

“Last year Myron and | sat down and we decided, before
he started his first race, to race him 10 times and we raced him
exactly 10 times,” Alagna said. “It's been a team effort, Myron
and | and the partners, Everything has worked out well so far.”

The Pace victory put Captaintreacherous in very select
company. He is only the third colt to win the Woodrow Wilson
here at 2 and return to capture The Pace the following season.
The other two are both in the Hall of Fame: Niatross and Nihilator.

The betting windows produced results not seen for some
time. The Total Handle of $4,311,546 was not only an increase of
$831,958 or 24-percent from the $3,479,588 bet on Meadowlands
Pace one year ago, but it was the first time The Meadowlands
eclipsed $4 Million on a non-Hambletonian Day card since
Meadowlands Pace night, 2010.

Yannick Gingras pumped his fist as he aproached the wire
as he guided A Rocknroll Dance to a length and a half victory in
the $600,000 Meadowlands Pace.

It was Gingras’ third stakes victory on the night - he also won
the $100,000 Meadowlands Pace Consolution with Hurrikane
Kingcole and a $153,000 Stanley Dancer Division with Little
Brown Fox - and the biggest night in his career.

“It's the one race that got away from me,” Gingras said,
referring to his runner-up fi nish in with the 2004 Pace favorite,
Timesareachanging. “| was young, and | made a mistake.”

Gringras, the leading driver at the Meadowlands this year
redeemed himself with A Rocknroll Dance [$11.40, $6.00, $4.60],
his seventh Pace starter, as he folled to the lead by the 54.2 half
and drew away to a 1:48.1 clocking, a career best for the three-
year-old son of New Jersey’s premier pacing stallion, Rocknroll
Hanover, out of the Cam’s Card Shark mare Wichita Hanover.

Rocknroll Hanover, the 2005 Meadowlands Pace winner,
also sired runner-up Pet Rock [$12.20, $4.40].

Allstar Legend [$22.40], the 102-1 longshot, fi nished third,
a neck back of Pet Rock.

The crowd of 13,056 was up from the 12,593 from last year.
A Rocknroll Dance was a $15,000 Harrisburg Sale purchase for
trainer Jim Mulinix of Wausen, OH, who shares ownership with
Diamond Creek Farm of Paris, KY; Denny Miller of Archbold, OH
and Jerry and Teresa Silver Stables of Long Beach, NY.said. “I
give my horse all the credit in the world. He’s been right there
every week, but just hasn’t had good luck.

“Jim was not really happy that | was in front, but | set that
horse up the last couple of weeks and | knew he had a big mile
in him tonight,” said the 32 year old Gingras. “I'm very pleased
with the way he raced. My horse felt super.”

“I wish my grandfather [Jean-Marc Gingras] was here,” said
Gingras, his eyes moistening. “He’s my number one fan and
that's who | was thinking about [in the stretch]. It's redemption
[from fi nishing second in his fi rst Pace in 2004]. It was the race
that got away from me. | really believed | had the best horse
that day, and | didn’t drive him well. | was young and made
a mistake. Tonight feels twice as good. We learn from each
other and tonight was the night.

WELL SAID MAKES STRONG STATEMENT

IN MEADOWLANDS PACE

Driver Ron Pierce boldly guaranteed Well Said’s victory in
the 2009 Meadowlands Pace, saying after the colt's dominant
elimination win, “I haven’t seen anybody out there that can
beat him. [ think by far, | have the best colt.”

But Pierce also knew that even the most invincible
looking favorite is sometimes beaten. Pierce had pulled off
the biggest upset in Pace history just one year prior when he
and Art Official handed Somebeachsomewhere his only career
loss in a stunning world record 1:47 mile. However, Pierce’s
confidence in Well Said would prove to be well placed.

The colt gave Pierce his second straight win in the Pace,
easily romping to a six-length victory in 1:47.3. Well Said
entered the Pace Final on a four-race winning streak that
included a stakes, track and Canadian record of 1:48.1 in the
North America Cup and a decisive 1:49.2 score in his Pace
elimination. Pierce and trainer Steve Elliott chose to start Well
Said from post three in the final, and the colt was sitting fifth
as they entered the first turn. As soon as Art Colony and John

Campbell moved to the lead, Well Said and Pierce quickly
overtook them and accelerated away from the field. From
there, the race was over; nobody was going to catch Well Said.

“Around the first turn, | wanted to sit him in, but he was
looking around,” Pierce said. “l just said there’s no sense in
messing around, we’re going for $1 million, so | moseyed on
up to the lead and just kept on going. It was a big move, but
he did it easily. This colt was wicked. He’s by far the fastest
colt I've ever driven in my life.”

Well Said became the eighth horse to win both the North
America Cup and the Meadowlands Pace in his 3-year-old
season. He would later win the Little Brown Jug en route to
being named the divisional champion and Pacer of the Year.
Trainer Steve Elliott picked up his second Pace win in four
years with Well Said after also taking the 2006 edition with
Artistic Fella. It was the third Pace win for owner Jeff Snyder,
who previously triumphed in the race with Rocknroll Hanover
(2005) and Cam’s Card Shark (1994).

ART OFFICIAL UPSETS ‘BEACH’

IN WORLD RECORD PACE MILE

Art Official pulled off the biggest upset in the stake’s
history as he snapped Somebeachsomewhere’s perfect
record in the 2008 Meadowlands Pace.

Canada’s powerhouse Somebeachsomewhere entered
the race a perfect 10-for-10, but was forced to settle for second
as Art Official jetted to a then-world record 1:47. Art Official
took command early and parked Bullville Powerful on the
backstretch, forcing Somebeachsomewhere three-wide to
make the lead in a 51.4 half. The 1-9 favorite led the field to
the three-quarter pole in 1:19 before Art Official popped out of
the pocket and surged by for a neck victory. At the time, Art
Official’s clocking was the fastest mile in history for a 3-year-
old pacer. Somebeachsomewhere would later surpass that
feat, equaling Holborn Hanover’s 1:46.4 record as the fastest
race mile of all time at The Red Mile.

‘| didn’t decide until the gate to let him loose,”
said Art Official’s driver, Ron Pierce. ‘Il didn’t want
Somebeachsomewhere to get away and someone had to take
it to him. |tipped Art Official and he started pacing hard. The
question was then to catch Somebeachsomewhere.

“| feel mixed emotions because he is a great colt,” Pierce
said of handing Somebeachsomewhere his first defeat, “but
| had to do my job. The value of my colt just skyrocketed.”

The loss would be the only blemish on
Somebeachsomewhere’s record. He closed out the season
with 14 wins in 15 starts and the title of Horse of the Year.

“I've got to give Art Official all the credit in the world,” said
his driver, Paul Macdonell. “He parked horses past the half in
:51 and was still around at the wire to live and tell about it. | still
had a lot of horse. | figured he’d get me to the wire in a pretty
remarkable time and he did, but he got caught right at the end.”

Art Official tore a muscle in his left front leg in October,
costing him the rest of the 2008 season and a highly
anticipated rematch against Somebeachsomewhere in the
Breeders Crown at the Meadowlands. At the time of injury,
Art Official had won eight of his last nine races for trainer
Joe Seekman and James Jesk’s Sawgrass Farms, with the
only setback being a third-place finish in the Little Brown Jug.
He ended his sophomore campaign with 13 total wins and a
bankroll of $1.5 million.

PACE WIN PART OF

RECORD-SETTING SEASON OF TETRICK

Twenty-five-year-old Tim Tetrick added another mile-
stone to his record-setting 2007 season when he became
the youngest driver to win the $1 million Meadowlands Pace
with Southwind Lynx.

Entering the stretch, Tetrick and Southwind Lynx were
seventh, buried along the pylons, until Running Book drifted
out and opened up a path for them. Tetrick rocketed up the
inside to score a one and a half-length victory over Tell All in
1:49.1. Artriverderci rallied off a third-over trip to finish another
quarter length behind them in third.

It marked the second million-dollar victory in six weeks for
Tetrick, trainer George Teague Jr. and Southwind Lynx. The
trio had also captured the Art Rooney at Yonkers.

“At the early part of it, | thought | was screwed,” Tetrick
said after the race. “l got pushed down on the rail and | thought
it was hopeless and I'd never get out. | just kept my patience

and, thank God, it opened up late for me. | never thought I'd
win one million-dollar race, let alone two, so I'm just happy
to be here. It's been a great run.”

Tetrick, 25, went on to establish the single-season record
for victories with 1,189. He also set the record for most purse
earnings in a season, with $18.3 million, and was named
Driver of the Year by the U.S. Harness Writers Association.

Southwind Lynx’s victory was redemption for trainer
George Teague Jr., who sent out Total Truth and Western
Ace to respective eighth and ninth-place finishes in the 2006
Meadowlands Pace. After nearly a month off, during which
he battled a lung infection, Southwind Lynx had finished fourth
in his Pace elimination the week prior.

A crowd of 17,015 turned out to watch the 31t edition of
the Meadowlands Pace. Atotal of $722,011 was wagered on
the race, $205,158 of which was on-track.

ARTISTIC FELLA PAINTS

MEADOWLANDS PACE MASTERPIECE

Thirty years after he first arrived at the Meadowlands,
Hall of Famer Cat Manzi finally captured the track’s signature
eventin 2007, and ironically, it was behind a colt that he given
up on three months earlier.

Manzi had steered Atrtistic Fella to disappointing finishes
in his first two starts of the year and, at the time, could not
picture the $13,000 yearling amounting to much on the stakes
trail. He surrendered the drive and a few weeks later, Artistic
Fella went on to win the $225,000 Berry’s Creek, with Ron
Pierce at the lines. Trainer Steve Elliott asked Manzi to take
the reins again when Pierce traveled to Canada to drive Total
Truth in the North America Cup for trainer George Teague.

“This was like my destiny,” Manzi noted. “I drove the horse a
few months ago and couldn’t do anything with him. Here, he fell
back in my lap. Joe [owner Joe Alborano] said to give him another
try. It was exciting. It feels like it was my destiny, it feels great.”

After a 1:48.4 win in his Pace elimination, Artistic Fella
was sent off the even-money favorite in the $1 million final.
Manzi hustled Artistic Fella to the lead before the half and
he dug in for a length and a quarter victory in his second
straight 1:48.4 mile. Manzi finally had his first Pace win
at age 56.

“When they settled at the quarter and started to go
slow, it set up perfect for me to move to the front,” Manzi
said. ‘I really thought it was about over once | did that.
| just wanted to make sure he kept going, that was all. |
did get after him a little to make sure he got it done. | felt
great [in the stretch].”

Artistic Fella proved to be one of the best bargains in
racing history. Owner Joseph Alborano purchased the son
of Pacific Fella for $13,000 as a yearling and he concluded
the season with 11 wins and nearly $950,000 in earnings.

PELLING WINS HIS FOURTH PACE

TO THE BEAT OF ROCKNROLL HANOVER

Rocknroll Hanover hit all the right notes, drawing off to a
three-length victory to capture the $1 million Meadowlands Pace
in a stakes record of 1:48.3, providing trainer Brett Pelling with
a record fourth Pace victory in 2005.

Rocknroll Hanover had already won the North America Cup
at Woodbine and would be back in the fall to win the Breeders
Crown Three-Year-Old Colt Pace at the Meadowlands before
retiring with Horse of the Year honors.

“l just saw Rocknroll being more relaxed tonight,” said Pelling
moments after the Meadowlands Pace victory. “He was over-
pacing last week. Rocknroll was pretty psyched; he knows what
he’s here to do. Tonight when he goes home, he’ll go down and
go to sleep. He’s not a wired horse. Tonight was just awesome.”

Pelling previously won the Pace in 1995 with David’s Pass,
1997 with Dream Away and 1999 with The Panderosa.

“This is our home track,” said the New Zealand native
and seven-time leading trainer at the Meadowlands. “If you
stick around long enough and if you're in the race, you're
going to win some. Hopefully, you have some owners who
keep buying good horses. It was my first Pace win since
1999. My kids are at a good age — 12 [Grace] and 10 [Jack].
They’ve been in the winner’s circle before but they had no
clue what was going on. Now my son tonight will have the
percentages worked out.”

It could also be Pelling’s last Meadowlands Pace victory.
He retired from training and moved his family to Perth, Australia
in January of 2006.

It was a repeat visit to the Pace winner’s circle for Jeffrey
Snyder of New York City, who owns Rocknroll Hanover in
partnership with Audrey Campbell, who races as the Lothlorien
Equestrian Center of Mississauga, Ontario. Snyder, who had six
previous Pace starters, won the 1994 edition with Cam’s Card
Shark. Campbell was making her Pace debut.

Snyder also had two other finalists in 2005 — Village
Jolt [owned with Jules and Arlene Siegel], who was

second, and Cam’s Fool [with Audrey Campbell] who
was ninth.

Driver Brian Sears, who would record an unprecedented
$15 million in purse earnings in 2005, picked up a lot of those
dollars with Rocknroll Hanover, including the $500,000 winner’s
share of the Pace purse.

“We had a lot of confidence in him going in,” said Sears,
after posting his first Pace victory in his third try. “This is the best
he’s ever raced. He was super sharp tonight. You never know
how the trip is going to work out. | expected someone would be
leaving from the outside. He went forward and went to the front
[before the half]. The horse just swelled up and felt better and
better as he went on.”

Village Jolt, who had been hindered by sickness earlier in
the year, benefited from following Rocknroll Hanover.

“I pushed off the gate hard with him,” said Ron Pierce, who
drove Village Jolt. “I figured that Cat [Manzi with Team Hutch]
would be leaving. | had the lead at the quarter, looked over my
shoulder and saw Brian [Sears] coming. | let him cross over
pretty easily. It was just a matter of keeping up with Brian. When
| saw Jack [Moiseyev] coming, | knew he was in trouble with
Stonebridge Regal.”

Broken equipment cost Stonebridge Regal, who had won
10 of 14 starts coming into the Pace, any chance.

“I was first up,” Moiseyev said. “He broke a front hobble
hanger at the half. His left hobble was down around his knees,
and | knew | was in trouble.”

The 1:48.3 mile — with fractions of 26.2, 54.3 and 1:21.3 —
was a lifetime best for the colt and a stakes record, supplanting
the 1:49 marked shared by Mach Three [2002] and Holborn
Hanover [2004].

The Western Ideal — Rich N Elegant colt would retire with
earnings of $1,945,757 on the year.

In 2006, he stood his first season at stud at Perretti Farms
in Cream Ridge, New Jersey.

HOLBORN HANOVER HIGHLIGHTS SEASON FOR HARDER

Holborn Hanover may not have been on anyone’s radar
screen prior to the 2004 Meadowlands Pace, but he made
his presence known when he lit up the tote board at 58-1.

Trained by Mark Harder, Holborn Hanover had only two
victories in 22 career starts entering the Meadowlands Pace
Final and, until that point, had raced mainly in the shadow of
his stablemate, Camelot Hall. In fact, the colt squeaked into
the Pace by virtue of his fastest fourth-place finish among
the eliminations.

As the race unfolded, Camelot Hall quickly took to the
lead while Holborn Hanover settled in seventh along the
rail. But after setting the fastest half mile (52.4) and three-
quarter mile (1.20.1) in Meadowlands Pace history, Camelot
Hall was tiring. When he spotted an opening, driver Jim
Morrill Jr. steered Holborn Hanover up the pylons and on to
a three-quarter-length victory over the late-rallying favorite,
Timesareachanging, in 1:49.

The longest price in Pace history, Holborn Hanover paid
$119 to win.

“[The strategy was to] save as much ground as you can
and hope to have some luck,” said Morrill, who had captured
his first million-dollar race. “Horses on the outside of me were
struggling, and | knew | could get out but | didn’t have to. |
got to stay on the rail. There was a nice clear run for me.
When you're racing for a million dollars, there’s pressure no
matter what your price is.”

It was also the first million-dollar victory for Mark Harder
and the high point of a sensational season at the Meadowlands

for the New Zealand native who would go on to capture his
first training title that season. Harder’s family was able to
watch the race via simulcast to New Zealand.

“He got lucky but obviously he is not a fill in,” Harder said
after the race. “l was watching both of them [Holborn Hanover
and Camelot Hall]. Jimmy just seemed to be sitting there
comfortably no matter how fast they were going. When | saw
20.1[1:20.1 to the three-quarters], | thought Camelot was in
trouble. Half way down the stretch | saw Jimmy coming up the
inside. The other horse raced great, too, and finished fourth.
| feel very grateful for the horsepower, that I've been given a
chance. I'd better say ‘hi’ to mom and dad.”

The gelding’s co-owner, Albert Imbrogno of Etobicoke,
Ontario, was shocked, but delighted, at Holborn Hanover’s
upset over the field.

“'m completely shaken, completely taken aback,” said
Imbrogno, who co-owned Holborn Hanover with John Fielding
of Toronto and Douglas Hyatt of Milan, Ontario. “I've won
the Meadowlands Pace. Unbelievable. | was just hoping
to get on the board, or a top five finish. Deep inside, there
was something telling me this could be the night. This was
the night. | was hoping the race would develop the way it
developed. | was following him, my heart started beating,
my vision started getting blurry. | felt for my heart and there
were no beats for a while.”

Holborn Hanover went on to be one of the season’s most
successful pacers, earning more than $1 million in 2004, but

ALLAMERICAN THEORY EXTINGUISHES RIVALS

For Des Tackoor, a full-time fireman and trainer,
Allamerican Theory’s victory in the 2003 Meadowlands Pace
was proof that a person can live two dreams at once.

"Working with the horses is something | always wanted
to do,” said Tackoor, who balances a job with the Toronto
Fire Services with training a small stable of racehorses. “My
dad used to go all the time as a two-dollar gambler. Dad is a
doctor, and he was looking for one of us to go in that direction.
I’'m very fortunate to be doing two things | love. The horses
are amazing, but working with the fire department is a great
job. | had gotten married and had kids, so | needed some
stability. There’s only seven days in a month where I'm on
a day shift. There’s a four-day and then a three-day stretch.
It's a busy life.”

Tackoor purchased Allamerican Theory as a yearling for
$82,000 at the Kentucky Standardbred Sale for owners John
Levy and Mark Scholes.

“l had noted him in the catalogue, and he was an
outstanding looking horse,” he recalled. “| wasn’t real keen
on the Jenna’s Beach Boys at the time, but sometimes it's
just the individual. We buy a couple each year, and I've got
that leeway to buy the one that | want. Then there’s a budget
on the next one.”

The colt showed immediate talent but in July of his two-
year-old season he developed an infection that had to be

surgically drained and left him sidelined for the rest of the year.

At three, Allamerican Theory blossomed quickly and
entered the Pace eliminations with a 1:49.3 mark set in a
North America Cup elimination at Woodbine and earnings
of $137,917.

Allamerican Theory won his Meadowlands Pace
elimination in 1:50.1, but was in need of a driver when David
Miller opted to take No Pan Intended, the eventual Horse of the
Year who was just starting to come into his own, in the final.
Tackoor quickly approached an available Mike Lachance.

When the Hall of Famer popped him out of the pocket,
he exploded by the 3-5 favorite Whatanartist and drew off to
a 1:49.3 victory in the $1 million final.

“He’s got quick speed behind the gate, and | got lucky to
get a two-hole trip,” said Lachance. ‘I tipped him at the top
of the stretch, and he dug in and went by like he could have
gone another quarter of the mile. When | saw Brian [Sears]
reached with the whip over his back and Whatanartist didn’t
respond, | knew we had a chance.”

The Meadowlands Pace was the first of two million-dollar
victories for Lachance that season. He went on to win the
Hambletonian with Amigo Hall, another drive he picked up after
the eliminations, producing the biggest upset in the history of
the race. In addition, Lachance became the only driver to
win both the Pace and the Hambletonian in the same season.

MUSCARA FULFILLS PACE DREAM WITH MACH THREE

When Joseph Muscara purchased Mach Three for a reported
$2.2 million six weeks before the Meadowlands Pace, the 78-year-
old construction executive said it was because he wanted to
experience the thrill of competing in racing’s premier events.

“I felt that Mach Three would show me another end of the
horse racing business that | had ever seen,” Muscara said.
“Getting to race in the North America Cup and Meadowlands
Pace are races | have never been in and probably would
never get in on the approach | normally take. | really wanted
to experience that. But | must also admit that | did look on
this as an investment where | felt | would not lose money.”

Paired with John Campell, the dominant driver in the
track’s signature event, Mach Three turned out to be more than
a sound investment as he crushed the 2003 Meadowlands
Pace field in a stakes record time of 1:49 flat.

Muscara of Huntington Valley, Pennsylvania purchased
Mach Three just prior to the $500,000 New Jersey Classic on
June 1. The colt had trouble relaxing in that race and finished
a disappointing third, but picked up a $60,000 paycheck for
just three days’ work for his new owner.

Three weeks later, he finished second in Canada’s North
America Cup to his stablemate Red River Hanover. Mach
Three returned to the Meadowlands and a victory in his Pace
elimination earned him the title of 3-5 favorite in the race.

Campbell put Mach Three to task early, clearing the
lead past the half in a brisk 53 seconds. They repelled the
challenge of Mini Me to the three-quarter pole, then held off
the late bid of McArdle, who sat in the prime second-over
position. In an awesome display of determination and speed,
Mach Three dug in for a length and a half victory, shattering
the stakes record by three-fifths of a second.

‘I knew there would be a lot of early speed,” noted
Campbell, who recorded an unprecedented seventh win in
the Pace and his 20" million-dollar victory. “Put up a million
dollars, and you’ll have four or five of them leaving hard. |
wasn’t concerned about the fractions. When | moved him
[three-wide on the backstretch], | was sure of him. He was
full of himself, just swelled up.”

By the end of his three-year-old season, Mach Three had
earned back $1,086,727 for Muscara.

IT TOOK ‘REAL DESIRE’ TO WIN 25" ANNIVERSARY OF PACE

The 25" anniversary of the Meadowlands Pace was a
race to the wire between a pair of divisional rivals and their
Hall of Fame drivers, and in the end, it was Real Desire who
took home the lion’s share of the $1,009,500 jackpot.

Both Bettor’s Delight and Real Desire entered the 2001
Pace off resounding victories in their eliminations. The
defending freshman champion and North America Cup
winner, Bettor’s Delight satisfied all expectations with a
decisive win, while Real Desire, who flopped in the North
America Cup, silenced doubters with a dazzling 1:49.4 win.

In the final, Bettor’s Delight and Mike Lachance claimed
the lead from Whosurboy just past the opening quarter and
quickly disposed of On The Attack on the outside. Real
Desire, with John Campbell at the lines, got away fifth and
worked his way up on the outer tier, following On The Attack.
Campbell was forced to move his colt three-wide heading
into the final turn, but was able to briefly tuck back inside
behind Bettor’s Delight in the stretch. Bettor’s Delight held
a one-length lead into the final strides and, despite digging
in gamely to the wire, could not hold off the determined rally
of Real Desire.

Real Desire gave Hall of Famer Campbell his sixth victory

in the track’s signature $1 million event as the colt prevailed
by a neck.

“They left hard on the inside,” said Campbell. “I stepped
around three or four of them and dropped in. | had to go
three-wide a lot earlier than | would have liked, but he was
really pacing around that last turn. | got to drop in behind
Mike’s [Lachance and Bettor’s Delight] back for awhile,
he still felt strong. | knew he’d give me a run through the
stretch.”

“He raced beautifully,” Lachance said of Bettor’s Delight.
“I can’t fault him on anything. He raced hard out all the way to
the wire. Even 50 feet from the wire, he was still coming back.”

On a cool and breezy evening, Real Desire paced the
mile in 1:49.3, equaling The Panderosa’s 1999 stakes record.
With his 1:49.4 win the week before, Real Desire became the
only horse in Pace history to post sub-1:50 miles in both the
elimination and the final.

Real Desire gave trainer Blair Burgess his second victory
in the Pace. Burgess won in 1987 with Frugal Gourmet.
Burgess’ outstanding Pace record also includes a second-
place finish in 1992 with Driven By Design and a third in 1986
with Amity Chef from four starters.

GALLO BLUE CHIP GOES THE DISTANCE

When Gallo Blue Chip cleared the lead at the three-
quarter pole in the 2000 Meadowlands Pace, trainer Mark
Ford breathed his first sigh of relief. The second came when
the three-year-old gelding crossed the finish line in 1:50.4,
capturing the 24" edition of the Meadowlands’ signature event.

Gallo Blue Chip, the 6-5 favorite, and driver Daniel Dube
tipped three-wide and assumed the front on the final turn,
steering clear of an incident involving Tyberwood, Aces N’
Sevens and Ain’t No Stopn Him. The son of Magical Mike
drew away to a three and three-quarter length victory.

‘I needed to leave a little bit and | wanted to retake,” Dube
said. “l knew he had pace, | held him the whole time, when
| asked, he took off. It's a big win, just as big as the North
America Cup. It's nice to be able to back up that one with
this one. | didn’t want to be up front at the start. | wanted
to take my time getting there. Coming to the line [is when |
knew I'd won], you never can be sure who is coming at you.”

Gallo Blue Chip’s victory was his second in a million-dollar
race in three weeks, after capturing Canada’s North America
Cup on June 24 at Woodbine for owner Martin Scharf of
Lawrence, New York.

“I'm just so relieved that it is over with,” Ford said. “He’s

really been more than | ever thought he was. Tonight with
the nine-hole, he simply had to be the best. | knew there was
a bunch of leavers in there, and | knew that he [Gallo Blue
Chip] would be last out on the front. | was just hoping he’d
stay back and stay out of trouble. | was cautiously optimistic.
Thank God things worked out!”

Aces N’ Sevens and Cat Manzi commanded the lead
early, and refused to yield to Tyberwood and Richie Silverman
down the backstretch. After a 53.4-second half, Tyberwood
swerved to the inside, interfering with Aces N’ Sevens and
setting off a chain reaction which started with Ain’t No Stopn
Him and Jersey Bouncer being knocked off-stride.

Though he did not find the winner’s circle on this summer
night, trainer Brett Pelling tightened his hold as the leading-
money earner in Meadowlands Pace history as his entry of
Astreos and High On Emotion finished second and third.

For the first time in Meadowlands Pace history, a horse
was supplemented to the race for a fee of $150,000, raising
the final purse to $1,150,000. The supplemented horse, PB
Bullville, broke stride in his elimination division and failed to
reach the final, but went on to set a world record for three-
year-old pacers with a 1:48 clocking at The Red Mile.

HE PANDEROSA’S PACE VICTORY IS ONE FOR THE MILLENNIUM

After the dust had settled on the 23rd edition of the
Meadowlands Pace, the crowd walked away knowing it had
witnessed possibly the greatest performance in Pace history.
Not only had The Panderosa started from post 10 and raced
without cover the whole mile, he made it seem effortless as
he set a stakes record of 1:49.3.

It was a performance that prompted a standing ovation
from both fans and owners, and left even the most seasoned
of horsemen in awe.

Driver John Campbell moved the colt to the outside
at the half and slowly worked his way up the backstretch.
When Campbell called on the colt at the top of the stretch,
he responded with a final quarter of 26 seconds and breezed
to a two and three-quarter length victory.

“He was relaxed riding out there, and when | asked him,
he responded unbelievably,” Campbell said. “It was one of the
greatest Meadowlands Pace efforts. He’s one of the greatest
pacers I've driven. He raced unbelievably, parked without

cover, one of the all-time phenomenal efforts. He raced like
a horse with cover, but he had none.”

The Panderosa provided trainer Brett Pelling, who won
in 1995 with David’'s Pass and 1997 with Dream Away, with a
splendid 415 birthday present. The victory was a particularly
sweet one for five-time leading Meadowlands owner Bob
Glazer, who had never won the track’s signature event.

It was the fifth victory for Hall of Fame driver Campbell,
who won the Pace in 1982 with Hilarion, 1989 with Dexter
Nukes, 1994 with Cam’s Card Shark, and 1995 with David’s
Pass.

The Panderosa became only the fifth horse to win both the
$1 million North America Cup and the $1 million Meadowlands
Pace.

The Panderosa never replicated that phenomenal
performance, and despite winning both million-dollar races,
he did not earn divisional honors. But, for that moment in the
1999 Meadowlands Pace, he was one of the greatest pacers

“DAY” MAKES IT A NIGHT TO REMEMBER

Day In A Life’s victory in the 1998 Meadowlands Pace
rewarded co-owner Howard Schoor for a lifetime of dedication
to the sport and also provided driver Luc Ouellette with his
biggest career victory.

There was a three-way tie for the final qualifying spot after
Real Artist, the 1997 Woodrow Wilson winner, was upset in
his elimination and finished third, tying with Dex Appeal and
New Jersey Classic winner Shady Character. Real Artist
won the three-way shake, but drew post 10 and was never
a factor in the Final.

The 3-2 favorite was two-year-old divisional champion Sealed N
Delivered. The beaten favorite in the North America Cup seemed to
be back in top form based on his 1:50.4 victory in a Pace elimination.
But the night belonged to Ouellette and Day In A Life.

Ouellette gunned the Monte Gerlod/Duane Marfisi trained
son of Life Sign right to the top and stole a middle half of 57.1
to put the race out of reach. It was Ouellette’s first million
dollar victory and sparked him to a fantastic final month of the

‘98 meet, as he won a Breeders Crown, the Niatross, U.S.
Pacing Championship, Oliver Wendell Holmes, Woodrow
Wilson and Hambletonian Oaks.

Fit For Life, with driver George Brennan seeking his
second Pace victory in three years, made a gallant late
charge but fell a nose short. It marked the first time a sire
[Life Sign] had his offspring finish one-two in the Pace Final.
Ouellette, 32, and Brennan, 31, were the youngest ever one-
two finishers in the Pace Final.

Owner R. Peter Heffering notched his second Pace victory
[he won in 1991 with the stakes-record setting Precious
Bunny] while co-owner Howard Schoor, the founder of
Showplace Farm in Englishtown, New Jersey, earned the
biggest win of his career.

“I'm so happy for Howard because he’s been around 30
years and never had a good horse,” trainer Monte Gelrod said.

“It's wonderful. It's unexplainable,” Schoor said. “It's a
great thrill. This is what it’s all about.”

It was a dream come true for a trio of Ontario business
partners and friends as Dream Away crossed the wire first in
the 1997 Meadowlands Pace.

It took Sam Goldband, Marvin Katz and Al Libfeld more
than two decades to know the thrill of victory that comes from
winning the premier event for three-year-old pacers.

An unexpected elimination winner, Dream Away was sent
off as the second choice in the field along with JK Outlaw, a
two-horse entry for trainer Brett Pelling.

Dream Away and driver Ron Pierce left the gate and
settled into third as Western Dreamer and Red Bow Tie battled
for the lead. At the half, Pierce pulled him off the pylons and
brushed to the lead quickly, drawing off by a length. The
move caught the rest of the field by surprise and Dream Away

reached the three-quarter pole unchallenged. As horses
shook loose behind him, Pierce urged Dream Away once
more and the colt dug in and held off the furious late charge
of At Point Blank for a half-length victory in 1:50.2.

“l was thrilled to death,” Pierce said. “l wasn’t sure about him
being on the lead because there were three great horses behind
me. | wasn’t sure if | could outlick them in the end. | could hear
them closing in on me in the last sixteenth and | was panicking.”

“We thought he was a good colt; now he’s a great colt,”
Marvin Katz said. “We’ve waited for this, we really dreamed
about it.”

Dream Away provided Pierce with the biggest win of his
career, Pelling with his second victory in the $1 million event
and his owners the fulfillment of a lifelong dream.

HOT LEAD: THE IRON HORSE

Hot Lead rewrote Meadowlands history as he became
the first horse to win the New Faces, Berry’s Creek and
Meadowlands Pace, earning him the nickname of the “Iron
Horse.” The green-goggled gelding was a horse for all
seasons, dominating the three-year-old pacing class from the
snowfalls of winter until the heat of the summer.

Hot Lead was the pre-race favorite for the 1996 Pace after
winning the fastest of the three eliminations a week earlier in
1:50.2, a track record for three-year-old geldings.

Driven by George Brennan, Hot Lead stayed off a fast
early pace set by Falcons Scooter. After a half in 55.4,
Brennan moved Hot Lead to the outside tier, picked up cover
from Jaguar Cam and took aim at the leader in mid-stretch.
The gelding sped past Falcons Scooter and held off the late
challenge of Stout to claim a neck victory in 1:51.4.

The win was a first for all connected with the bespectacled

son of Jaguar Spur and a particularly sweet one for Joe and
Marie Parisi of White Birch Farm in Allentown, New Jersey,
who bred the three-year-old out of their mare, JM Valinda. It
catapulted Brennan to the upper tier of the driving colony and
established Brian Magie as one of the sport’s top conditioners.

“That was unbelievable,” Brennan said. “The way it
worked out, | didn’t have to use him until the head of the lane.
I had confidence in my horse. | told Brian | didn’t know where
we’d finish, but that | had confidence in him. This horse never
stops trying. He has learned now to dig in and hold off horses.
That’s a piece that was missing before. He'd get to the front
and not know what to do. Now he’s a complete horse.”

The complete Hot Lead ended his sophmore season with
11 victories, all of which came at the Meadowlands, more
than $980,000 in earnings and the title Three-Year-Old Colt/
Gelding Pacer of the Year.

DAVID’S PASS WINS THE SHAKE, THEN THE PACE

Robert Suslow’s David’s Pass did not even figure into the
Meadowlands Pace picture when the stakes season started
in 1995, and it was by a roll of the dice that he ended up in
the prestigious $1 million race at all.

Trainer Joe Holloway seemed to have a mortal lock on the
sophomore ranks that year with Jenna’s Beach Boy and No
Standing Around. But just minutes before their North America
Cup eliminations, they were both scratched — Jenna’s Beach
Boy was lame, and No Standing Around, who would later
succumb to iliness, was sick.

That left the door wide open for David’s Pass to win
the $1 million Canadian event with John Campbell in the
bike. That performance, and a victory in the Messenger the
following week, made the son of Jate Lobell the standout in
the Meadowlands Pace eliminations.

But David’s Pass was off form that night and finished
fourth, tied with CA Connection for the fastest fourth-place

time from the three eliminations. Fate continued to work in
his favor as he won the shake and drew into the last spot for
the $1 million final.

Trainer Brett Pelling discovered the colt had a respiratory
ailment that affected his performance in the eliminations and
nursed him back into top form for Pace night. Leaving from
post six in the final, Campbell was content to sit fifth for the
first half. He picked up cover behind Wuzzup in the outer tier,
bore down on pacesetter, Matt On The Rocks, at the head
of the lane, and got up in time to win by three-quarters of a
length in 1:50.4.

Kinney Hanover and Mike Lachance closed stoutly for
second, holding off Stand Forever and Jack Moiseyev by a
neck.

The victory gave Campbell his fourth Meadowlands Pace
title, and owner Suslow a sweep of the year’s $1 million
pacing events.

“CARD SHARK” PLAYS WINNING HAND

Cam’s Card Shark dominated the three-year-old ranks
in 1994 and the Meadowlands Pace proved no exception as
the son of Cam Fella wired the field in 1:50, en route to Horse
of the Year honors. He entered the race with 10 wins in 12
starts, including triumphs in the New Jersey Classic and North
America Cup Finals.

Trainer Bill Robinson dominated the 1994 Pace, as he
won both eliminations and qualified three horses for the final,
including Pacifc Rocket and Expensive Scooter along with
the eventual winner.

Though stablemate Pacific Rocket dealt Cam’s Card
Shark in his first loss of the season four weeks earlier in
the Burlington Stakes at Woodbine, the biggest obstacle for
the even-money favorite appeared to be the two-year-old
champion Magical Mike.

Magical Mike had defeated Cam’s Card Shark in a North
America Cup elimination and fell just a nose short of another
upset in their Pace elimination. But Magical Mike was forced
into a tough first over trip and could not get by, as Cam’s Card
Shark drew away to a length and three-quarter victory.

Owner Jeffrey Snyder, a New York native, scored the
biggest win of his career with the son of Jef's Magic Trick.
He also owned the colt’s two full brothers, Cam’s Magic Trick
and Cam'’s Trickster.

Catapulted by his two victories in million dollar races,
Cam’s Card Shark went on to break the all-time single season
earnings record in harness racing with $2,264,714.

Though Cam’s Card Shark retired to stud after his Horse
of the Year campaign, stablemate and fourth place finisher
Pacific Rocket returned and excelled as a four-year-old and

was named Aged Pacer of the Year for 1995.

FATE IS ON PRESIDENTIAL BALL’S SIDE

The outcome of the 1993 Meadowlands Pace was the
most unusual in history, even though the favorite, Presidential
Ball, won.

Presidential Ball, the defending two-year-old champion,
was made the overwhelming 2-5 favorite on the morning line
after winning the North America Cup and his Pace elimination.
But he would have to overcome traffic problems and a near
accident to post his ninth victory in a row in the $1 million
Meadowlands Pace.

Starting from post two with driver Jack Moiseyev,
Presidential Ball paced in third down the backstretch as
Riyadh led the field to the quarter in 27.2. As Moiseyev
began to send Presidential Ball on a brush to the lead,
Bill Fahy, driving Nuclear Design, moved first and sent
his colt to the outside, as well. Moiseyev let Presidential
Ball sit behind Nuclear Design, who pressed Riyadh to
the half in 54.2. Then, when it looked as though Fahy
would tuck back in with Nuclear Design, Moiseyev started

Presidential Ball rolling, only to watch Fahy’s charge
move out again.

Finally, Presidential Ball drew clear at the three-quarter
pole and sprinted into a length lead at the top of the stretch.
But Life Sign, with John Campbell, was closing in on him. Just
as Life Sign came alongside Presidential Ball, he suddenly
swerved left, lodging his wheel inside Presidential Ball’s right
tire. Moiseyev and Campbell carefully disengaged, but for Life
Sign, the damage was done. Presidential Ball pulled loose
and raced to victory.

The judges reviewed the film and absolved Presidential
Ball of any blame. Riyadh finished third and longshots Easter
Sun Hanna and Columbus Avenue rounded out the top five.

Presidential Ball's victory in the Meadowlands Pace
helped secure him divisional honors. It was the second Pace
victory in three years for trainer Bill Robinson, who captured
the 1991 edition with Precious Bunny, and the first for Ontario
construction company owner Antonio Chiaravalle.

Carlsbad Cam provided the father-son team of Carl and
Rod Allen with their biggest career wins, capturing the $1
million Meadowlands Pace Final.

The son of Cam Fella was second to Western Hanover
in the New Jersey Classic Final and in their Meadowlands
Pace elimination. The stage was set for a rematch in the
Pace Final, but it never fully materialized as Western Hanover
lost all chance after being interfered early in the race by the
breaking Shipps Purser.

Driver Rod Allen worked out a perfect trip for Carlsbad

Cam behind the favorite, Direct Flight, and scored by a length
and a quarter in a lifetime best 1:51.

Carlsbad Cam, with only two wins in 10 starts entering
the race, shocked many with his million dollar triumph, but
not co-owner/breeder Loren Houston.

“This is terrific, | feel vindicated,” he said. “| knew he was
the best colt in the country, but no one believed me.”

Carlsbad Cam ended his three-year-old season with
six wins and earnings of $1,007,283, ranking him the fourth
richest standardbred in 1992.

PRECIOUS BUNNY STOPS THE CLOCK IN 1:49.4!

Entering the 1991 Meadowlands Pace, Precious Bunny
had done little wrong for owner R. Peter Heffering of Port
Perry, Ontario and trainer Bill Robinson. He had eight wins
in 10 starts and seasonal earnings of more than $700,000,
including an easy three and a quarter length score in the
North America Cup.

Despite all his accomplishments, Precious Bunny was
not favored in the Pace Final. That distinction belonged
to the previously unbeaten Artsplace, who went off as the
2-5 favorite. Artsplace was five-for-five in his sophomore
campaign after bankrolling more than $1 million and divisional
honors at two.

Precious Bunny had a relatively uneventful two-year-old
campaign, winning once in 14 starts with earnings of $63,920.
But he blossomed at three and came prepared for his first
confrontation with the superstar, Artsplace.

Driver Jack Moiseyev utilized Precious Bunny’s
excellent early speed to leave from post eight and then

brushed past the pace-setting Artsplace into fractions
of 54.2 and 1:21.4. In the stretch, Precious Bunny was
too much, putting away the stalking Artsplace to win
comfortably by two lengths in a stakes record 1:49.4, the
fastest night time mile in the history of harness racing at
the time.

Assistant trainer Monte Gelrod wasn’t surprised by
Precious Bunny’s brilliant speed which allowed him to clear
the favorite down the backstretch.

‘I knew no horse could take him,” he said. “You can'’t
park this horse. He has a burst of speed like no horse | have
ever seen.”

Precious Bunny became the first standardbred to win two
$1 million races in the same season.

He went on to capture the Little Brown Jug and Adios in
a world record final heat. At year’s end, Precious Bunny was
named Horse of the Year and set a single season earnings
record of $2,217,222.

The Remmen name will always be linked to great
moments in Meadowlands history. Ray Remmen won the
first pari-mutuel race ever at the Meadowlands in 1976 with
Quick Baron and won the first Hambletonian raced at the
Meadowlands with Shiaway St. Pat in 1981. But in 1990,
Ray and his brother Larry had their greatest horse and won
their richest race in the $1,153,500 Meadowlands Pace with
Beach Towel.

Beach Towel showed he was a special horse from the
start, winning 11 of 13 races as a two-year-old with earnings
of just under half a million dollars.

At three, he stepped to the forefront winning 18 of 23

races, including a nose victory over Jake And Elwood in the
Pace, after overcoming post 10.

The only time he was off the board all season was in the
$1 million North America Cup where he made a break at the
start and was distanced at odds of 4-5. Despite the missed
opportunity for a large payday in Canada, Beach Towel still
went on to set a single season earnings mark of $2,091,860,
surpassing the old mark set by Nihilator in 1985. Beach Towel
won Horse of the Year honors in 1990, receiving nearly 88
percent of the votes in the balloting.

He took his lifetime mark of 1:50 at DuQuoin, lllinois which
at the time made him the third fastest standardbred of all time.

“He [Dexter Nukes] may win more races and we certainly
hope he does,” said Mildred Dexter. “But it never will be the
same as tonight.”

MATT’S SCOOTER DOMINATES

Canadians Gordon and llla Rumpel and trainer Harry
Poulton experienced the sweet taste of victory in the Mead-
owlands Pace in 1984 with On The Road Again. In 1988,
they were back in victory lane with Matt’s Scooter, who posted
a 1:52.1 victory over favored Camtastic, giving driver Mike
Lachance his first Meadowlands Pace victory in his first ap-
pearance.

A son of Direct Scooter, Matt’'s Scooter was lightly raced
as a juvenile, but developed into the fastest pacer in the
history of harness racing in 1988 with a time-trial record at
Lexington’s Red Mile of 1:48.2. He went on to be the Horse
of the Year in 1989.

Starting from post position two, Matt’'s Scooter wrestled
the lead from pole-sitting Ever So Rich in a brutal 26-sec-
ond opening quarter. Lachance backed things down with a
30.3-second quarter breather, then sprinted home to a two-
and-a-quarter length score with a final half in 55.3. Favored
Camtastic was third-over for driver Bill O’Donnell and was
forced to move three-wide around the last turn past tiring
rivals. His late rush was good enough for second-place while
Armbro Global bested the rest for driver John Campbell to
finish third.

Charles Juravinski, the chairman of Flamboro Downs in
Ontario, also co-owned Matt’s Scooter.

Frugal Gourmet, driven by 31-year-old Canadian
reinsman Trevor Ritchie, held off the late charges of Laag and
Run The Table to win the 1987 edition of the Meadowlands
Pace by a neck.

Heavily favored Jate Lobell got stuck in traffic, both literally
and figuratively, and wound up a disappointing seventh for
driver Mark O’Mara. Jate was stuck in a traffic jam on the
New Jersey Turnpike until around eight p.m. and barely made
it to the track in time to start.

In the race itself, Jate was far back early behind dead
cover and never reached a contending position.

A son of French Chef, Frugal Gourmet was sent to the
front just past the opening quarter and controlled the tempo

until the top of the stretch. With distance between himself and
main challengers Laag and Run The Table, the Blair Burgess
trained colt was able to hold on to a neck victory for the biggest
paycheck of his career in the $902,500 event.

A $15,000 yearling purchase by Blair’s father, Bob
Burgess, and the Excellent Meeting Stable of Cantario,
Ontario, Frugal Gourmet had defeated Jate Lobell by a neck
in his elimination for the Pace the week before. Despite that,
the colt was still sent off at odds of 6-1. Trainer Burgess
summed it up best when asked about Frugal Gourmet being
left alone on the lead for so long.

“You can wait in a $30,000 claimer,” Burgess said. “But
you can't afford to wait in the Meadowlands Pace.”

The 1986 Meadowlands Pace winner, Laughs, barely
made it into the race, having to survive a tight photo for fourth
in his elimination. In the end, however, the lightly regarded
son of Silent Majority had the last “laugh” on his competition,
taking home the lion’s share of the $1,025,500 purse with a
neck victory at odds of 10-1.

Owned by Irving Liverman’s 8 Friends Stable of Montreal,
and trained by Chuck Sylvester, Laughs gave driver William
“Buddy” Gilmour his second Meadowlands Pace win with the
1:52.1 triumph. Another longshot, Tucson Hanover at 16-1,
wound up second with part of the favored entry, Amity Chef
finishing third after struggling through traffic and overcoming

interference from Barberry Spur, who broke stride in the
stretch.

The $23.80 win payoff for Laughs is the highest for the
Pace and the exacta with Tucson Hanover triggered a stakes
record $340.80 return.

Everything went right on this night for Laughs who
parlayed a second-over trip into the biggest payday of his
career. For trainer Chuck Sylvester, a man known more for
his success with trotters, the win by Laughs was his only
Meadowlands Pace victory. Sylvester went on to notch four
Hambletonian victories, making him the only trainer to win a
million dollar trotting and pacing race.

NIHILATOR DESTROYS THE COMPETITION

The 1985 Meadowlands Pace turned into one of the most
spectacular moments in harness racing history as heavily
favored Nihilator rolled home to a stunning seven-and-a-
quarter length victory over the best three-year-old pacing
colts in the country.

The 1:50.3 final time equaled the world record for a race
mile, but it was the explosive power with which Nihilator did
it that had everyone gasping for breath.

In his Meadowlands Pace elimination a week earlier,
Nihilator threw a bit of a scare into his admirers when
longshot Anxious Robby actually passed him in mid-stretch
before Nihilator fought back to win. Suddenly, a chink had
appeared in the champion’s armor and several rivals, including
Marauder and stablemate Pershing Square, were given strong
consideration by the press and racing public.

Nihilator answered his critics with a performance that
resembled Secretariat’'s 31-length Belmont Stakes triumphin
his Triple Crown season. Driver Bill O’'Donnell put the rangy
bay son of champion Niatross, a Pace winner in 1980, on the
lead past the quarter and continued to pull away to the finish.
His seven and a quarter victory stands as the biggest margin
for a Meadowlands Pace winner.

Hall of Fame horseman Billy Haughton trained Nihilator
for principal owner Lou Guida’s Wall Street Stable. Nihilator
was coupled with four other Guida/Haughton stablemates in
the Meadowlands Pace. The five pacers wound up sweeping
five of the top six finishing positions, resultingina $171,011.15
minus pool from an $829,000 show pool. The Pace pool of
$1,168,010 established a harness racing industry record. The
win payoff of $2.20 was the lowest in Pace history.

That's exactly what On The
Road Again did, overcoming a trailing starting position from
post 12, to win the 1984 Meadowlands Pace.

In a brilliant tactical move, driver William “Buddy” Gilmour
elected to follow the No. 3 Russ Lyn Scott away from the gate,
as that colt appeared to have more early speed than No. 2
Ahlberg. He was also able to avoid getting trapped on the
rail in the bulky 12-horse field.

On The Road Again, a chestnut son of Happy Motoring,
was fourth over down the backside when Gilmour opted for
an aggressive “do or die” move, tipping out three-wide and
rushing toward the front to challenge pace-setting Long Fella.

With three-eighths of a mile to go, On The Road Again forged
to the front and had just enough left to hold off the furious late
charge of arch-rival Guts by a neck in 1:53.3.

Owned by Calgary, Alberta auto dealer Gordon Rumpel
and his wife, llla, On The Road Again was purchased as a
weanling for $10,000 and entrusted to the care of unheralded
Canadian trainer Harry Poulton.

The colt made only five starts as a two-year-old, but
blossomed into the best pacer in the sport as a three-
year-old. The Meadowlands Pace pushed his earnings
to more than $1,366,000, thanks to a courageous drive
by Gilmour and an even more courageous effort by On
The Road Again.

NIATROSS OVERCOMES CONTROVERSY DECISIVELY

The victory by Niatross in the 1980 Meadowlands Pace
was swift — 1:53.1 —and decisive [four and a half lengths],
but it was not without its mystery.

Only a week earlier, the legendary colt, who had a perfect
13 for 13 record at two, had suffered only his second career
loss when he broke stride in the second of three eliminations
for the Pace. In what many consider to be his most impres-
sive and courageous race, Niatross regained his composure,
hit the pace and managed to finish fourth, just qualifying for
the final.

The miscue followed his race two weeks prior at Saratoga
where he had fallen over the hubrail.

While there were some doubters and the pressure
mounted on trainer-driver and co-owner Clint Galbraith, the
colt showed his grit in his victory in the final and went on to
Horse of the Year honors for the second consecutive year
with 24 wins in 26 starts.

Entrymates Storm Damage [Bill Haughton] and Tyler B
[Bill Herman], finished second and third, respectively.

When Niatross’ son, Nihilator, won the 1985 edition,
they became the only father-son duo to capture the rich [first
million-dollar race] and prestigious Meadowlands Pace.

Niatross would never lose another race and went on to
win Pacing’s Triple Crown.

SONSAM SOARS HOME FOR SHOLTY

Sonsam, starting from post 10, put on one of the most
breathtaking efforts ever seen on the racetrack, and he did it
in full view of a packed house in the $750,000 Meadowlands
Pace of 1979.

George Sholty piloted the son of Albatross three-deep
past the half, continued on that way, opened up in the stretch
and never looked back. Hot Hitter, a special horse in his own
right, would finish second and then be voted the top three-
year-old of the season.

That made it two straight years that the three-year-old
divisional champion was in the Pace, but did not win it.

Abercrombie, second in the 1978 Pace, went on to garner
year-end honors.

Sometimes an erratic performer on the track, Sonsam had a
fancy winning percentage when he minded his manners, taking
22 of 31 career races. Sonsam’s winning time of 1:53.2 was a
stakes and world record, and owner Barry Epstein had every
reason to be proud after this outstanding effort. Fifth place went
to Genghis Khan, who would later roll into the annals of the great
older pacers, with an outstanding 1982 season for Eddie Cobb.

Hazel Hanover, a daughter of then 31 old stallion Tar
Heel, finished sixth and remains the last filly to compete in
the Meadowlands Pace Final.

This was the last year the heats and final of the
Meadowlands Pace were held on the same evening. But not
even a foot or so of mud could deter Falcon Almahurst from
his appointed task, tackling and successfully handling some
of the top sophomores of the year, most notably Abercrombie
and Flight Director.

Bill Haughton drove the 9-5 favored son of Meadow
Skipper to a decisive score in 1:55.1 with Abercrombie and
Glen Garnsey next. Abercrombie, one year later, would set
a track standard of 1:53 flat that would hold for three years.

Joe O’Brien would make his only Meadowlands Pace

appearance, finishing third with Flight Director. Falcon
Almahurst would go on to a successful Ohio stallion career,
while Abercrombie, as of 1999, has produced sons and
daughters with earnings of $115 million, including Artsplace
and Life Sign.

This event also marked the first appearance of afilly in the
Meadowlands Pace Final, Courageous Lady. Lew Williams’
mercurial madam finished sixth as the third choice at 9-2.
Pats Gypsy finished fifth for the final check.

Haughton was the only driver to appear in each of the
first two Pace Finals.

ESCORT WINS FIRST PACE

The 1977 Meadowlands Pace produced high drama and
an unheard of $425,000 purse, the richest ever.

After BG’s Bunny set a world record of 1:54 in copping his
elimination, he had to be scratched lame from the final and
never raced again. Escort came into the Pace on a roll after
a maiden two-year-old campaign. Carl LeCause piloted the
three-year-old to the mild upset over Nat Lobell and Crash
as the three betting favorites all hit the board.

The very first Meadowlands Pace was the first of only
two that saw the eliminations and final in the same night. It

also saw father and son in the same race, with Nat Lobell
and driver Jack Kopas second while Jade Prince with John
Kopas was seventh.

Big Towner, the only horse in the race who would go on
to a million dollar career, was last for Del Insko. Del would
later go on to capture racing’s first $2 million event with Land
Grant three years later in the Wilson.

Escort and BG’s Bunny went on to become prominent New
Jersey sires, while the birth of the big money Meadowlands
events was now officially underway.
